Australian Rail Track Corporation) in an Alliance with Leighton Contractors is delivering the Southern Freight 
Link (SFL). This work involves building a 36 kilometre bi directional, non electrified, dedicated freight line from 
Leightonfield to Glen Lee in South Western Sydney. 
 
Southern Freight Link (SFL) will be constructing two (2) temporary site compounds within the Warwick Farm 
Sports Grounds. The temporary compounds will be in place for a period of approximately six (6) months. 
 
One compound will be located in the northern car park of Jacqui Osmond Softball Ground, and the other will 
be located at the most northern end (away from local residents) of Stroud Park. Works on the compounds are 
scheduled to commence in the week of 16 January 2012 and will take up to six weeks to complete, weather 
permitting. The compounds are located approximately 150 meters away from to the closest residential 
properties.  
 
Construction of the compounds will commence after dilapidation survey of the areas are undertaken. Work 
will include installing environmental controls and removal of weeds within the site, where needed, and 
installing site sheds on the already existing hard stand areas. Security fencing and shade cloth will be placed 
around each compound, which will also reduce visual impacts to the surrounding community.  
 
During the use of these areas, construction vehicles will enter site via the pre-existing access road between 
the car park located at the northern end of Jacqui Osmond car park and Station Street. Access to the softball 
grounds will be available at all times. There will also be an increase of vehicle activity along Station Street, 
Nicholls Street and Mannix Parade. Once work is complete the sites will be rehabilitated to their original state.  
 
The compound will be operated in accordance with Office of Environment and Heritage requirements, 
between 7am and 6pm Monday to Friday and 8am to 1pm on Saturday. Office staff may access the 
compounds outside of these hours to undertake administration tasks. Community notifications will be 
distributed to local businesses and community if we are required to undertake construction activities ‘out of 
hours’.
